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The Ruhi Institute materials currently used in Study Circles around the world are
recommended by the Universal House of Justice to develop the human resources needed
for the process of Entry by Troops. They incorporate a number of special features, including
the following.

® They appear simple but have great depth. They focus on three levels of

understanding.

® Most of the content is taken directly from the Writings.

® Participants memorize passages from the Writings in order to deepen their

understanding of them. They also learn by asking each other questions.

® \When participants encounter words they are not familiar with, others give them

examples of the words’ use based on everyday life rather than looking them up in a
dictionary.

® The facilitators play a unique role.

® Service activities are an important part of the courses.

It is important to consider why these features are incorporated in the Institute materials, the
process by which the materials were developed, the purpose for which they were developed,
and also, why they are so effective in developing human resources.



These materials are based on the principle that Baha'u’llah’s Teachings have been given to
all humanity and that He has told us that every soul is endowed with the capacity to
understand them.

“The understanding of His words and the comprehension of the utterances of the
Birds of Heaven are in no wise dependent upon human learning. They depend
solely upon purity of heart, chastity of soul and freedom of spirit.” (Baha'u'llah,
Kitab-i-lgan, p. 211)

The Institute focuses on deeper understanding of these Teachings through the study of the
creative Word and putting what has been learned through this study into practice by
promoting the advancement of civilization. The understanding gained through this study then
promotes the transformation of our characters.
