Service-learning is defined as a pedagogical approach under which
“students learn and develop through active participation in
thoughtfully organized service for a period of time to apply their
knowledge to solving practical problems and through which students
foster civic responsibility and to reflect on their service experience
and academic goals.” Service learning is receiving growing interest in
part as a response to a heightened focus on engaged teaching and
learning practices in general. This presentation will examine
similarities and differences of “service learning” as is defined in the
context of higher education, on the one hand, and the “Ruhi”
curriculum which is being recommended in the worldwide Baha'i
community as a set of materials for developing human resources. |
will summarize the accomplishments of such processes and discuss
ways in which the learning gained through such practice-oriented
learning will have impact on the further development of society.
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
