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The Oneness of Religion is a central tenet of the Baha'i Faith, but when considering the
differences among the world’s religious creeds, it can difficult to see how this is possible. If
anything, the world’s religions appear to be at odds. There are at least two causes of these
apparent differences: That the Prophets of the past revealed doctrines and laws suited to the
ever-changing needs of the people among whom they appeared; and due to the changes
these faiths endured over time, so that even religions that sprang from the same root, such
as Judaism and Christianity, have come to look vastly different by our own time. When
discussing the Hinduism and Buddhism, the differences become more apparent. Yet,
Baha'u’llah tells us that there is only one God and His religion is One. This concept is
explained as Progressive Revelation, that is, that God periodically reveals His will to
mankind through the appearance of series of Divine Messengers, or Prophets, which the
Baha'is call Manifestations of God.
